Fire vent and scuttles shall be 30" x 36" single leaf constructed of 14 

gauge stainless steel covers with 12" high 14 gauge stainless steel insulated curb.

Fire vent shall include 160° fusible link connected in series with an 

electrol thermo link which will hold closed under constant 110 voltage, but will open when there is a break in voltage.  Electrician will provide and connect detectors to thermo link.

Curb shall be 12" in height and of 11 gauge aluminum.  It shall be 

formed with a 3½" flange with holes provided for securing to roof deck.  Curb shall be equipped with integral metal cap flashing of same gauge and material as curb, full welded at the corners for absolute weather tightness.  Insulation on the exterior of the curb shall be rigid fiberboard 1" thick.
