Shop Drawings:  For computer classrooms, office area assemblies, circulation desks and other similar assemblies, submit shop drawing and assembly instructions.  Include plans, elevations, sections, details and attachments to other work.

Indicate dimensions of all components.

Indicate locations and types of service fittings, together with associated service supply connection required.

.3
Samples for Initial Selection:  Submit manufacturer’s color charts, veneer options, fabric etc. consisting of actual units or sections of units showing the full range of available selections.

Samples for Verification:  Submit 6” inch square samples for each type of finish, including all surface materials.  Submit a mock-up of products upon request, including demonstration of hardware, edging details and other appropriate assembly components.

Schedule:  Submit a schedule of furnishings indicating type, manufacturer’s name, catalog number, location and finish of each item to be furnished. Delivery shall be no longer than 10 days after request.

DELIVERY AND HANDLING

Assemble all components in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions for all units delivered disassembled.  Refer to Part 3 – Execution, for additional requirements.

PART 3 – EXECUTION
3.1

MOVING AND STORAGE

.1
The contractor shall provide all associated moving of furnishings as indicated in the Furniture Replacement Schedule.  This includes, but is not limited to, the delivery/placement of new furniture, the relocation of existing furniture within the school(s) and the delivery and/or dispersment of salvageable furniture to other locations as so designated.

.2
Furniture that is designated as no longer usable shall be the property of the contractor and shall be removed from the site and disposed of as soon as it is practical.

.3
Storage – There shall be no storage of furnishings permitted within the building unless in a manner and in locations approved by the District’s Representative.   Exits shall not be obscured.  The Contractor will provide off-site storage in a fully bonded facility or in secure trailers located on site upon approval by the District’s Representative.  The Contractor is responsible for protection of all stored and placed furnishing against theft and vandalism until all units are turned over and accepted by the District’s Representative.  This transfer of responsibility will occur no sooner than the commencement of school and/or re-occupancy of rooms indicated on the Furniture Replacement Schedule.

3.2

PROTECTION OF BUILDING AND SITE

.1
The Contractor shall protect all surfaces of the existing building from damage and make repairs as required to restore when damage occurs.

.2
Trailers will not be stored in such a manner that could result in damage to the building from theft and vandalism (including arson).

.3
The site shall be restored to the original condition and in a manner and schedule acceptable to the District’s Representative.

3.3

ASSEMBLING AND PLACING

.1
The contractor shall remove all furniture and assembly parts from packing material.  Assembly of all parts as required shall be made by a journeyman familiar with the manufacturer’s product(s).  Packing material shall be disposed of from the site on a daily basis.

.2
Placing of furniture, equipment and assemblies shall be done by the contractor in accordance with the Replacement Furniture Schedule except as directed by the District’s Representative.

.3
All equipment and furnishing shall be cleaned.  All moving parts shall be lubricated and adjusted as required prior to acceptance.
