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GOOD:



1. Basic patent leather tap shoe ($10-20) 

Comments:  This shoe is fine for the beginner.  It is the least expensive shoe, but it does not sound as good as the other styles.  If you think you might want to go on in tap, you should invest in a better shoe.

BETTER:



2. For Women: Mary Jane tap shoe and 

character tap shoes with different heels 
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($30-60)

Comments:  These will produce a better sound.  I do not recommend shoes with high heels because they are not as supportive and do not produce a great heel sound.

EVEN BETTER:


3. Jazz tap shoe or oxford tap shoe--with ties






or elastic ($10-$50)
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Comments:  These offer great support and sound! 

BEST:



4. Jazz tap shoe or oxford tap shoe with
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reinforced toe and split sole ($45-70)

Comments: The toe helps with toe stands, and the split sole gives the shoe greater flexibility.  Great for advanced tappers.
