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Northeast Winter Storm:
Rochester

On Monday, March 13th the Northeast prepared for a major snow storm leaving more than
26 inches of snow at places like the Rochester airport. Everyone had a lot to deal with as a state of
emergency was issued on Monday at midnight. Several buildings were closed, including schools
and libraries. Some areas issued travel bans because the snow was too much to keep up with. With
damage leftover from the windstorm, some people did not even have power, therefore shelters
remained open.

According to the National Weather Service, within 24 hours on Tuesday, snow had reached
11 inches in the greater Rochester area. In the morning, it wasn’t as much compared to the
afternoon. To adhere to the city’s parking laws, and allow plows to do their work, many people that
parked on the street, had to move to the
other side of the street. This was a very
tedious task as cars were buried.

According to the National Weather Service, snow had reached over 15 inches in the greater
Rochester area after 24 hours and schools, as well as other buildings, were closed again. The
blizzard was handled very well by the City of Rochester. With most indoors, they managed to
continuously plow streets so that by Thursday it would be safe for drivers. Of course there are now
mountains of snow on the side of roads and several sidewalks. Some two lane roads are now one
and a half, but little by little it should deplete, with an expected 43 degrees by the 20th.
