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OVERVIEW

In addition,
we will keep another folder in the classroom with the classwork we are working on currently, so you will be able to access it
easily on a daily basis. Scholars will receive a cumulative writing folder that will be kept in the classroom. These folders will
contain all of your formal writing assignments throughout the year and from years past. During the course of the year,
students will return to certain works they produced earlier and make efforts to revise and improve them. Students will receive
the folder to take home at the end of the year, but parents are welcome to check your folder at any time.
