● Project Based Instruction

● Reflective thinking through the use of “Habits of Mind”

Layout of Instruction 

● Small group (4-8 students)
● Pull out instruction 
● Goal= 90 min/week
● Start with grades 3 and 4 
● Quarterly progress reports based on “Habits of Mind” (This will monitor student success in the 

program)
● Parent conferences with participants’ families and teacher 
● Participants will be monitored quarterly and annually for continuation in the program
