Introductions — We go around the table to introduce ourselves

Minutes approved — Christine Gervais asks whether there are questions or changes to the

minutes. One correction was made to a person affiliation; unanimous approval
e Open floor — no additions to the agenda were made

Parents and Foundation Advocacy Center — Mary Adams, Sean Smith explain the origin of

the group after the student walk out regarding the budget. They work on advocacy, budget,
and communication, what they call the ABCs. They want to make sure parents are getting
educated on the issues and are communicated with on a regular basis. Stevie Vargas is a
community organizer with Citizen’s Action Committee Who is helping to focus on the

Foundation Aid issue with NY State. Rochester is in a crisis and we are the first of many.

The state owes this money and we need advocacy to get them to release it instead of offering
other monies that constitutes a loan. Working against politicians who are advocating for




charter schools and state takeover. Rochester is owed 86 million dollars out of a total of 4
billion dollars. We need to work to receive this money. Not a budget crisis, but a funding
crisis. We are racing against the clock with only a month to get the work done. They are
advocating for the revenue bill to tax the ultra-rich; raised to 11% to anyone who earns over
100 million dollars per year. Harry Bronson is our biggest advocate so far. Mary reminds the
group they are parents here talking about the budget cuts and to secure the monies owed.
Cuomo is not filling the foundation aid budget and we need to get this, even though we
acknowledge there was mismanagement of our current budget. This all started by the
students walking out. There is a training on March 7" to prepare for Albany advocacy. They
will also unpack the language Cuomo is using to hide how he is actually reducing funding.
We need to stop those with an agenda take advantage of the situation for their own purposes.

o Follow up question: ROC-FIST which is a parent group; Citizen Action is
hosting the training, information to follow; what about voter registration
drives? Yes we have done this and will continue to do so.

FACE regarding partnership — Amazon is actually here in Rochester, in Henrietta; They do
community engagement and reach out to various groups to let them know they are here. They
opened in August 2018 with 800 employees. Warehouse positions start at $15 per hour; need
high school diploma or GED and lift 49 pounds. They also offer scholarships with certain
requirements and movement up in the organization. They work with high schools and
colleges because of their flexible hours. There is no interview. Everything is done online. No
resume needed. They also want to do volunteer activities to which there was rousing support
and communication requests to get volunteers.

o It was mentioned that not all of the population we work with has access to the
internet or email. We discussed alternative options and asked Amazon to
consider finding more inclusive ways to include people who would need a job.

Book club updates — Dan Hart announces they have read Children of Blood and Bone and are
now reading the sequel. Their next book with be On the come up (the follow up to The Hate
You Give). The next meeting with be April 23" right before the FACE meeting. He will send
out information through the FACE email listserv and through a letter to families. Next month
there will be an authors’ reading.

Upper School GC — No report today

Lower School GC — There is a new club called Explorers from Boy Scouts. Still trying to get
a robotics club going but they need adult support. Parents who attended their child’s SLC
enjoyed it very much; the parent who went to the evening session loved it; the other attended
the daytime session and also thought that it was wonderful;

CTE information session by Sue Gross — resurgence with the addition of careers back into
federal legislation. Graduation rates increase when CTE pathways are available to youth. We
have the only Optics CTE in the world, not just the US. Only 3/10 jobs require a four-year
degree in NY. Develop work resume skills. Offered to every student in 9th grade; they can
start in 10th if they need to. Some exceptions for upper grades when needed. We are a CTE
school like most traditional high school.

Centro de Defensa de Padres y Fundacion - Mary Adams, Sean Smith explican el origen
del grupo después de que el estudiante se retira con respecto al presupuesto. Trabajan en
abogacia, presupuesto y comunicacion, lo que llaman el ABC. Quieren asegurarse de que
los padres se eduquen sobre los problemas y se comuniquen con ellos regularmente.
Stevie Vargas es una organizadora comunitaria del Comité de Accién Ciudadana que esta
ayudando a centrarse en el tema de la Fundacion de Ayuda con el Estado de Nueva York.
Rochester esta en crisis y somos los primeros de muchos. El estado debe este dinero y



necesitamos defensa para que lo liberen en lugar de ofrecer otros fondos que constituyan
un préstamo. Trabajando en contra de los politicos que abogan por las escuelas charter y
la adquisicion del estado. A Rochester se le deben 86 millones de dolares de un total de 4
mil millones de ddlares. Necesitamos trabajar para recibir este dinero. No es una crisis
presupuestaria, sino una crisis de financiacion. Estamos corriendo contra el reloj con solo
un mes para hacer el trabajo. Estan abogando por la factura de ingresos para gravar a los
ultra ricos; recaudado al 11% para cualquier persona que gane mas de 100 millones de
dolares por afio. Harry Bronson es nuestro mayor defensor hasta ahora. Mary le recuerda
al grupo que son padres aqui hablando sobre los recortes presupuestarios y para asegurar
el dinero adeudado. Cuomo no estd completando el presupuesto de ayuda de la fundacion
y necesitamos obtener esto, aunque reconocemos que hubo una mala gestion de nuestro
presupuesto actual. Todo esto comenzo por los estudiantes saliendo. Hay un
entrenamiento el 7 de marzo para prepararse para la defensa de Albany. También
desempacaran el lenguaje que Cuomo esta usando para ocultar cdmo esta realmente
reduciendo los fondos. Necesitamos detener a aquellos con una agenda que aprovechen la
situacion para sus propios fines.

FACE con respecto a la asociacion: Amazon esta realmente aqui en Rochester, en
Henrietta; Se comprometen con la comunidad y se comunican con varios grupos para
hacerles saber que estan aqui. Abrieron en agosto de 2018 con 800 empleados. Los
puestos en el almacén comienzan en $ 15 por hora; necesita diploma de escuela
secundaria 0 GED y levantar 49 libras. También ofrecen becas con ciertos requisitos y
movimiento en la organizacion. Trabajan con escuelas secundarias y universidades
debido a sus horarios flexibles. No hay entrevista Todo se hace en linea. No se necesita
curriculum. También quieren realizar actividades de voluntariado para las cuales hubo
solicitudes de apoyo y comunicacion para conseguir voluntarios.

o Se menciond que no toda la poblacion con la que trabajamos tiene acceso a
Internet o al correo electronico. Discutimos opciones alternativas y le pedimos a
Amazon que considerara encontrar formas mas inclusivas para incluir a las
personas que necesitarian un trabajo.
