School Goal:

The goal of this program is to ensure a safe, engaging and nurturing school environment that enables student success.  Students at Frank Fowler Dow School #52 will be making SMART choices throughout the day by following the five behavioral expectations, (see attached). 
What is a School-Wide Positive Behavior System? 

A School-Wide Positive Behavior System is a set of strategies and systems to increase the capacity of schools to (a) reduce school disruption, and (b) educate all students including those with problem behaviors. 

· Clearly defined outcomes

· Research-validated practices

· Supportive administrative systems

· Use of information for problem solving

Features of the School-Wide Behavior System

· Establish regular, predictable, positive learning & teaching environments.

· Train adults and peers to serve as models.

· Teach and model behavioral expectations.

· Create systems for providing regular positive feedback.

· Acknowledge students when they are “doing the right thing.”
· Improve social competence.

· Develop environments that support academic success.

We have developed school-wide behavioral expectations across all settings, and include all staff and students.  In addition, special adaptations and extensions of the school-wide system have been developed to address unique needs of specific non-classroom settings (e.g., cafeteria, hallways, bus, and playground).   On the back of this letter, please find our “Good Citizens” expectations that are applicable in ALL settings.

Throughout the school year, staff members will focus on teaching and modeling the school-wide expectations as well as recognizing students who exhibit positive behaviors.
