| know that many of you may have questions about the announcement made
yesterday about the reopening of secondary schools. | want to share a bit of
additional information to let you know what this means for our East community,
and to give you a final opportunity to decide whether your child should attend in-
person for the remainder of this school year or remain 100% remote.
Parents/families, please read to the end of this communication as there is

action that you must take.

We will offer in-person instruction for our students in grades 6-12 on
Thursdays and Fridays beginning February 25,

Students will receive instruction from a teacher four days a week
(Mon/Tues/Thurs/Fri) whether they attend school in person or 100%
remotely. Wednesdays will continue to run asynchronously (without being
led by a teacher) just as it is currently.

We will remain on our remote bell schedule meaning all students will be
on a 9am-3:00pm schedule. We will continue to offer Social Emotional
Learning support from 8-9am and teachers will be available to provide
student feedback on assignments, connect with students, etc. from 3:00-
3:30pm.

East NYSAA students who are currently attending in-person at Edison, will
be brought back to East and maintain their current learning model.
Transportation will be provided for those eligible to receive transportation
(live outside of 1.5 miles of East) and who plan to attend in-person
instruction. Due to the reduced number of students attending in-person,
transportation will be provided by yellow school buses and may
accommodate students in grades 6 -12. Buses will NOT be separated out
between Lower and Upper schools.

Instruction will be provided in a “simultaneous format” meaning that
teachers will be providing instruction for those who are learning remotely
as well as those who are in-person, at the same time.

Every effort will be made to limit changes to current student schedules and
teacher assignments.

Breakfast and Lunch will be provided for those who attend in-person.
Students who will be returning in-person MUST screen for Covid 19
symptoms at home, wear masks daily, maintain social distancing, and
consent to Covid-19 testing at school. Also please have your child bring
their Chromebooks daily.




Parents, given that you have more specific information about our hybrid learning
plan, you MUST let us know by Sunday, January 17" - your decision
regarding whether or not you will send your child(ren) to East for two days of in-
person instruction. You must make a final choice by Sunday, January 17" on
whether you want your child to continue learning 100% remotely or whether you
want your child to attend in a HYBRID model (meaning your child will be learning
remotely 2 days (Monday/Tuesday) and 2 days in-person at East
(Thursday/Friday.)

Please use these links: Lower School Survey Upper School Survey to
make your choice for each child who attends East or please call 288-3130
to have a staff member record your choice.

Please know that If you do NOT make a selection your child will be
assigned to 100% REMOTE instruction for the remainder of the year.

When making your decision, please understand that if you select the HYBRID
option, elementary siblings will be at HOME on the days we have IN PERSON
school (Thursday and Friday.)

We understand that some of you may have a lot of concerns about returning to
school. Please take a moment to review the Back to School Family Guide
(www.rcsdk12.org/familyguide) for information about preparing for the school
day, bus safety, and in school health & safety precautions. Please know that we
will take every possible step to ensure the safety of your child and our East
community.

1. Ofreceremos instruccion en persona para nuestros estudiantes en los grados
6-12 los jueves y viernes a partir del 25 de febrero.

2. Los estudiantes recibiran instruccion de un maestro cuatro dias a la semana
(lunes/martes/jueves / viernes) ya sea que asistan a la escuela en persona o
100% de forma remota. Los miércoles se seguiran ejecutando de forma
asincroénica (sin ser guiados por un maestro) tal como es actualmente.

3. Permaneceremos en nuestro horario de timbre remoto, lo que significa que
todos los estudiantes estaran en un horario de 9 am a 3:00 pm.
Continuaremos ofreciendo apoyo socioemocional de 8-9am y los maestros
estaran disponibles para proporcionar comentarios/sugerencias a los estudiantes
sobre sus tareas, conectarse con los estudiantes, etc. de 3:00-3:30 p.m.

4. Los estudiantes del programa NYSAA en la East que actualmente asisten en
persona a Edison, seran llevados de regreso a East y mantendran su modelo de
aprendizaje actual.

5. Se proporcionara transporte para aquellos elegibles para recibir transporte
(que vivan fuera de 1.5 millas de East) y que planean asistir a clases en
persona. Debido a la cantidad reducida de estudiantes que asisten en persona,
el transporte sera proporcionado por autobuses escolares amarillos a los
estudiantes en los grados 6 al 12. Los autobuses NO estaran separados entre
las escuelas intermedia y secundaria.

6. La instruccién se proporcionara en un “formato simultaneo”, lo que significa
gue los maestros brindaran instruccion para aquellos que estan aprendiendo de
forma remota, asi como para los que estan en persona, al mismo tiempo.

7. Se hara todo lo posible para limitar los cambios en los horarios actuales de los
estudiantes y de los maestros.

8. Se proporcionara desayuno y almuerzo para quienes asistan en persona.

9. Los estudiantes que regresaran en persona DEBEN evaluar los sintomas de
Covid 19 en casa, usar mascaras todos los dias, mantener el distanciamiento
social y dar su consentimiento para las pruebas de Covid-19 en la escuela.
Ademas, pidale a su hijo/a que traiga su Chromebook todos los dias.

Padres, dado que tienen informacion mas especifica sobre nuestro plan de
aprendizaje hibrido, DEBEN informarnos antes del domingo 17 de enero, su
decisién sobre si enviaran o no a sus hijos a East para dos dias de instruccion
en persona. Debe tomar una decision final antes del domingo 17 de enero sobre
si desea que su hijo/a continte aprendiendo 100% de forma remota o si desea
que su hijo/a asista en un modelo HIBRIDO (lo que significa que su hijo/a
aprendera de forma remota 2 dias (lunes/martes) y 2 dias en persona en East
(jueves/viernes).
