East/Section V Spectator Code of Conduct

Any spectator who does not follow the sportsmanship responsibilities
highlighted below will be subject to disciplinary action, which could
include removal from the contest or suspension from future games.

Any spectator who confronts a coach in a negative manner, before or
after any game or practices will be subject to the disciplinary action,
which could include suspension from future games.

It is the responsibility of the spectator to:

e Keep all cheering positive. There should be no profanity or
degrading language/gestures.

e Avoid actions which offend visiting teams or individual players.

e Show appreciation of good play by both teams.

e Learn the rules of the game in order to be a better-informed
spectator.

e Accept the judgment of coaches and officials.

e Encourage other spectators to participate in the spirit of good
sportsmanship.

e Avoid the use, abuse and resulting negative influence of drugs,
including alcohol and tobacco.
