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Love and Lies of Rukhsana Ali by Sabina Khan

Seventeen-year-old Rukhsana Ali is looking forward to going to Caltech and getting away from
her conservative Muslim parents' expectation that she will marry, especially since she is in love
with her girlfriend Ariana--but when her parents catch her kissing Ariana, they whisk Rukhsana
off to Bangladesh and a world of tradition and arranged marriages, and she must find the cour-
age to fight for the right to choose her own path.

Darius the Great is not Okay by Adib Khorram
Clinically-depressed Darius Kellner, a high school sophomore, travels to Iran to meet his grand-
parents, but it is their next-door neighbor, Sohrab, who changes his life.

Being Jazz: My Life as a (Transgender) Teen by Jazz Jennings

Teen activist and trailblazer Jazz Jennings, named one of "The 25 most influential teens" of the
year by Time, shares her very public transgender journey, as she inspires people to accept the
differences in others while they embrace their own truths.

Beneath a Scarlet Sky by Mark Sullivan

In 1940’s ltaly, teenager Pino Lella joins an underground railroad helping Jews escape over the
Alps and falls for a beautiful widow, he also becomes the personal driver of one of the Third
Reich's most powerful commanders.

Thomas, a black youth, by a white police officer in Cincinnati, Ohio.

When sixteen-year-old Rashad is mistakenly accused of stealing, classmate Quinn witnesses
his brutal beating at the hands of a police officer who happens to be the older brother of his best
friend.

Children of Blood and Bone byTomi Adeyemi

Seventeen-year-old Zélie, her older brother Tzain, and rogue princess Amari fight to restore
magic to the land and activate a new generation of magi, but they are ruthlessly pursued by the
crown prince, who believes the return of magic will mean the end of the monarchy.

The Poet X by Elizabeth Acevedo
Xiomara Batista feels unheard and unable to hide in her Harlem neighborhood. Ever since her
body grew into curves, she has learned to let her fists and her fierceness do the talking.

On the Come Up by Angie Thomas

As the daughter of an underground hip hop legend who died right before he hit big, Bri wants to
be one of the greatest rappers of all time-and has massive shoes to fill. She's been labeled a
hoodlum at school, and the fridge at home is empty after her mom loses her job. So Bri pours
her anger and frustration into her first song, which goes viral-for all the wrong reasons. Portrayed
by the media as more menace than MC. But with an eviction notice staring her family down, Bri
doesn't just want to make it-she has to.
