As racial tensions affect her school, her par-

ents both become engaged, and she and her stepbrother are stopped by po-

lice.

After seventh-grader Jerome is shot by a white police officer, he observes the 

aftermath of his death and meets the ghosts of other fallen black boys, includ-

ing historical figure Emmett Till. 

 
Rebound by Kwame Alexander 

In the summer of 1988, twelve-year-old Chuck Bell is sent to stay with his grand-

parents, where he discovers jazz and basketball and learns more about his fami-

ly's past. 

 The Boy Who Harnessed the Wind by William Kamkwamba (young reader’s edi-

tion)  

William Kamkwamba details how he ignored naysayers and was able to bring 

electricity and running water to his desperately poor village in Africa when he 

built a makeshift windmill out of scrap metal and spare parts.  

 Amal Unbound by Aisha Saeed 

In Pakistan, Amal holds onto her dream of being a teacher even after becom-

ing an indentured servant to pay off her family's debt to the wealthy and cor-

rupt Khan family.  

 Sal and Gabi Break the Universe by Carlos Hernandez 

In order to heal after his mother's death, thirteen-year-old Sal learns to reach in-

to time and space to retrieve things--and people--from other universes.  

 
Awkward by Svetlana Chmakova 

After shunning Jaime, the school nerd, on her first day at a new middle school, 

Penelope Torres tries to blend in with her new friends in the art club, until the art 

club goes to war with the science club, of which Jaime is a member. 

 

Like Vanessa by Tami Charles 

It is 1983, and Vanessa, a thirteen-year-old Newark girl, dreams of following in 

the footsteps of the first black Miss America, Vanessa Williams; but the odds are 

against her until a new teacher organizes a pageant.
