Long Way Down by Jason Reynolds

As Will, fifteen, sets out to avenge his brother Shawn's fatal shooting, seven ghosts who knew Shawn board the eleva-
tor and reveal truths Will needs to know.

Aristotle & Dante Discover the Secrets of the Universe by Benjamin Alire

Saenz Aristotle is an angry teen with a brother in prison. Dante is a know-it-all who has an unusual way of looking at
the world. When the two meet at the swimming pool, they seem to have nothing in common. But as the loners start
spending time together, they discover that they share a special friendship—the kind that changes lives and lasts a life-
time. And it is through this friendship that Ari and Dante will learn the most important truths about themselves and the

kind of people they want to be.

Children of War: Voices of Iraqgi Refugees by Deborah Ellis
The United States and its allies invaded Iraq seven years ago. Today the country is still at war, and no one can claim that
true democracy has come. Four million Iragis have been displaced, and about half of them, unable to flee the country,

are now living in remote tent camps without access to schools, health care, or often even food and clean water. In Chil-
dren of War, a companion title to Off to War: Voices of Soldiers’ Children, Deborah Ellis turns her attention to the most

tragic victims of the Iraq war — Iragi children. She interviews two dozen young people, mostly refugees living in Jordan,
but also a few who are trying to build new lives in North America. Their frank and harrowing stories reveal inspiring resili-
ence as the children try to survive the consequences of a war in which they play no part.

Betty Before X by llyaslah Shabazz & Renee Watson

In Detroit, 1945, eleven-year-old Betty’s house doesn’t quite feel like home. She believes her mother loves her, but
she can’t shake the feeling that her mother doesn’t want her. Church helps those worries fade, if only for a little
while. The singing, the preaching, the speeches from guest activists like Paul Robeson and Thurgood Marshall stir
African Americans in her community to stand up for their rights. Betty quickly finds confidence and purpose in volun-
teering for the Housewives League, an organization that supports black-owned businesses. Soon, the American
civil rights icon we now know as Dr. Betty Shabazz is born.

It's 1947, and India, newly independent of British rule, has been separated into two countries: Pakistan and India.
