Tyler Johnson was Here by Jay Coles
When Marvin Johnson's twin brother, Tyler, is shot and killed by a police officer, Marvin must
fight injustice to learn the true meaning of freedom.

lllegal by Eoin Colfer and Andrew Donkin
Setting out to join his brother and sister in Europe, Ebo leaves Ghana, traveling through the Sa-
hara Desert and dangerous streets of Tripoli before braving the merciless sea.

Refugee by Alan Gratz

Although separated by continents and decades, Josef, a Jewish boy living in 1930’s Nazi Germa-
ny, Isabel, a Cuban girl trying to escape the riots and unrest plaguing her country in 1994, and
Mahmoud, a Syrian boy in 2015 whose homeland is torn apart by violence and destruction, em-
bark on harrowing journeys in search of refuge, discovering shocking connections that tie their
stories together.

This Book is Gay by Juno Dawson

Offers answers to questions about homosexuality, bisexuality, and transgender people, from sex
to politics, hooking up to stereotypes, coming out and more. This exploration of sexuality and
what it's like to grow up LGBT also includes real stories from people across the gender and sexu-
al spectrums, not to mention humorous illustrations.

What if It’'s Us by Becky Albertalli & Adam Silvera
Told in two voices, when Arthur, a summer intern from Georgia, and Ben, a native New Yorker,

meet it seems like fate, but after three attempts at dating fail they wonder if the universe is
pushing them together or apart.

Far from the Tree by Robin Benway

Grace, Maya, and Joaquin are biological siblings who never knew they were siblings until they
became teens, having all been sent into either adoptive families or the foster care system.
When Grace finds out she is actually a middle child, she searches for Maya, her younger sister,
and Joaquin, the older brother. However, all three have a lot of built-up anger, and maybe get-
ting together and trying to be a biological family is not the best idea after all.

Turtles All The Way Down by John Green
Aza Holmes is a young woman navigating daily existence within the ever-tightening spiral of her
own thoughts.

You’re Welcome Universe by Whitney Gardner

When Julia's attempt to cover up a slur about her best friend painted on the gymnasium walls at
her deaf school results in her being expelled after the same friend rats her out, she finds herself
feeling like an outcast in the mainstream school in her suburb. As she tries to ease her angst by
painting graffiti around her town, she finds herself in a turf war with another artist. Expressing
herself through her art might land her in even hotter water if she's not careful, but her graffiti is
the only part of her identity that makes sense to her now that she's the only deaf kid in her class
so it's a risk she's willing to take.
