Death of Innocence by Mamie Till-Mobley

"Mamie Carthan was an ordinary African-American woman growing up in 1930s Chicago, living
under the strong steady influence of her mother's care. She fell in love with and married Louis Till,
and while the marriage didn't last, they did have a beautiful baby boy, Emmett." "In August 1955,
Emmett was visiting family in Mississippi when he was kidnapped from his bed in the middle of the
night by two white men and brutally murdered. His crime: allegedly whistling at a white woman in a
convenience story. His mother began a career of activism when she insisted on an open-casket
viewing of her son's gruesomely disfigured body. More than a hundred thousand people attended
the service. The trial of J. W. Milam and Roy Bryant, accused of kidnapping and murdering Emmett
(the two were eventually acquitted of the crime), was considered the first full-scale media event of
the civil rights movement." "What followed altered the course of this country's history, and it was all
set in motion by the sheer will, determination, and courage of Mamie Till-Mobley - a woman who

Things Fall Apart by Chinua Achebe

SRS Things Fall Apart is the first of three novels in Chinua Achebe's critically acclaimed Afri-
can Trilogy. It is a classic narrative about Africa's cataclysmic encounter with Europe as it
establishes a colonial presence on the continent. Told through the fictional experiences of
Okonkwo, a wealthy and fearless Igbo warrior of Umuofia in the late 1800s, Things Fall
Apart explores one man's futile resistance to the devaluing of his Igbo traditions by British
political and religious forces and his despair as his community capitulates to the powerful
new order.

Beloved by Toni Morrison
Staring unflinchingly into the abyss of slavery, this spellbinding novel transforms history

into a story as powerful as Exodus and as intimate as a lullaby. Sethe, its protagonist,
was born a slave and escaped to Ohio, but eighteen years later she is still not free. She
has too many memories of Sweet Home, the beautiful farm where so many hideous
things happened. And Sethe’s new home is haunted by the ghost of her baby, who died
nameless and whose tombstone is engraved with a single word: Beloved. Filled with bitter
poetry and suspense as taut as a rope, Beloved is a towering achievement.

Things Fall Apart by Chinua Achebe

Things Things Fall Apart es la primera de las tres novelas de la trilogia africana aclamada
por la critica de Chinua Achebe.
