Ellison, Ralph: Invisible Man

It addresses many of the social and intellectual issues facing African-Americans early in the twentieth cen-
tury, including black nationalism, the relationship between black identity and Marxism, and the reformist
racial policies of Booker T. Washington, as well as issues of individuality and personal identity.

Gladwell, Malcolm: The Tipping Point: How Little Things Can Make a Big Difference

The debut book by Malcolm Gladwell, first published by Little Brown in 2000. Gladwell defines a tipping
point as "the moment of critical mass, the threshold, the boiling point". The book seeks to explain and de-
scribe the "mysterious" sociological changes that mark everyday life.

Goodwin, Doris Kearns: Wait Till Next Year

Set in the suburbs of New York in the 1950s, the text re-creates the postwar era, when the corner store
was a place to share stories and neighborhoods were equally divided between Dodger, Giant, and Yankee
fans.

Joyce, James: A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man

An autobiographical novel depicting the childhood, adolescence, and early manhood of Stephen Dedalus.

McBride, James: The Color of Water: A Black Man’s Tribute to His White Mother

Who is Ruth McBride Jordan? A self-declared "light-skinned" woman evasive about her ethnicity, yet stead-
fast in her love for her twelve black children. James McBride, journalist, musician, and son, explores his
mother's past, as well as his own upbringing and heritage, in a poignant and powerful debut, The Color Of
Water: A Black Man's Tribute to His White Mother.

Steinbeck, John: The Grapes of Wrath

= | An American realist novel written and published in 1939. The book won the National Book

Award and Pulitzer Prize for fiction, and it was cited prominently when Steinbeck was awarded the Nobel
Prize in 1962. Set during the Great Depression, the novel focuses on the Joads, a poor family of tenant

_ | farmers driven from their Oklahoma home by drought, economic hardship, agricultural industry changes

and bank foreclosures forcing tenant farmers out of work.

Wright, Richard: Black Boy

An autobiography of Richard Wright's early life, the text examines Richard's tortured years in the Jim Crow
South from 1912 to 1927. In each chapter, Richard relates painful and confusing memories that lead to a
better understanding of the man as a black, Southern, American writer.
