· 4x + 1 = 13

Ex.	x + 5 = 9
Which are the constants?


Variable:	A ______________ used for a number we do not know yet, usually an x or a y. This is what we are looking for when solving an ___________________. 

Ex.	x + 4 = 14 or t – 3 = 9
What are the variables in these two equations?


Coefficient:	A number used to multiply a _________________. 
(The number in front of the variable)

Ex.	3x + 10 = 22
What is the coefficient?
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
