· Lab Requirement: 600 laboratory minutes by January Regents week and a total of at least 1200 minutes before the final examination (DO NOT FALL BEHIND ON LAB MINUTES!)
· Course materials: 1 subject wireless (no spirals) notebook (Staples has them for $1) and folder (Period 1- red notebook and red folder; Period 4- yellow notebook and yellow folder; Period 6- green notebook and green folder), calculator, and the other basics (pens and pencils) 
· Course Assessment: If you do the required work and study there is no way you can fail this class! Tests/Projects/Quizzes 60%; Labs 20%; Class work 10%; Homework 10%
Late homework will not be accepted unless you are legally absent. 

· Expectations: Come to class on time, prepared, and ready to learn. All work should be handed in on time and be presentable (not sloppy, wrinkled, etc.) when submitted. Understand that any behavior that is interfering with the learning of others is not allowed. It is your responsibility to obtain missing assignments and to make them up if you are absent, especially labs and tests. Any work that is not made up due to any type of absence will receive a 0 in the grade book.  Please understand that make-up work is only for students who are legally absent; not for students who choose to be lazy or defiant.

MS. WARRICK’S LABORATORY PROCEDURES
· Each lab will need to be logged in your lab folder so that you can keep track of your lab minutes.
· Most labs will need to follow the lab format outlined in the laboratory rubric (next page) to write the final report; a few will need to be handed in as is. Ms. Warrick will let you know if a formal report is needed.
· It is very important that you do not fall behind on your lab minutes since not having the right number of minutes mid-semester and by the first week in June will keep you from taking both parts of the Regents. 
· If you begin to fall behind on your lab minutes your parent (guardian) will be made aware of the situation (if your parent (guardian) uses Parent Connect then your lab scores and minutes will be visible to them so they will know when you are falling behind). The best time to catch up on lab minutes will be afterschool.
· All labs will need to have a score of at least 65% to count towards the lab requirement. If the lab is below a 65% then you are allowed to make corrections to that lab in class or afterschool. If you are caught copying another student’s lab to make corrections, you and that student will not receive those lab minutes due to the fact that it is considered cheating.
· You must meet the 1200 laboratory minutes requirement before you are eligible to sit for the Part D (Lab Performance) which will be given about 7-14 days before the written portion of the final Regents Examination in June.
