8. Korean War: What caused the Korean War to begin; what did Korea remain after fighting during the Korean War ended?  (#36)
9. Vietnam War: What caused the Vietnam War to begin; what happened to Vietnam by the end of the Vietnam War? (#36)
(EXTRA CREDIT) Cuban Revolution: What political ideology did Cuba adopt as a result of the Cuban Revolution; who gained political power in Cuba because he promised better living standards for the Cuban people? (#37)
10. Bay of Pigs invasion: What nation tried to invade Cuba and overthrow Fidel Castro in the Bay of Pigs invasion; what country did Cuba ally itself with in response to the Bay of Pigs invasion; what type of weapons did this country begin setting up in Cuba?  (#37)
11. Cuban missile crisis: How did the U.S. respond when it discovered nuclear missiles in Cuba; how was the Cuban missile crisis resolved? (#37)
12. Chinese Civil War: What two political parties did the Chinese Civil War occur between; when did the Chinese Civil War occur; what political party won the Chinese Civil War?  (#38)
13. Mao Zedong: What political party did Mao Zedong lead; why did Mao Zedong and his political party have the support of the Chinese people (what was promised to the Chinese people)? (#38)

20. Mohandas Gandhi: What were two examples of non-violent protests led by Mohandas Gandhi against Britain’s rule of India; when did Britain grant India independence (after what war)? (#41)
21. Partition of India: What two religious groups living in India clashed over who would have political power (in newly independent India); what were two results of this (religious group) conflict? (#41)
(EXTRA CREDIT) Assassination of Mohandas Gandhi: Who assassinated Mohandas Gandhi in 1948? (not found in notes)
22. Creation of Bangladesh: What situation between East and West Pakistan resulted in creation of the nation of Bangladesh in 1971? (#41)
23. Conflict in Kashmir: What two nations does India experience conflict with over borders and related territorial issues? (#41)
24. Independence for Africa: What led to independence for many African nations after World War II; who were two major independence movement leaders of African nations? (#42)

25. Ethnic and tribal conflicts in Africa: What continues to threaten the stability of many African nations today; what are four African nations that major ethnic and tribal conflicts can be found in? (#42)

26. Nigerian Civil War: What was the Nigerian Civil War/what occurred during the Nigerian Civil War? (not found in notes)

27. Somali Civil War: What is the Somali Civil War/what has occurred during the Somali Civil War? (not found in notes)

28. Rwandan genocide: What was the Rwandan genocide/what occurred during the Rwandan genocide? (not found in notes)

34. Conflict in Vietnam: What individual helped drive France out of Vietnam (with the Communist Party) after World War II; what war resulted in Vietnam reuniting as a communist nation by 1975? (#44)

35. Conflict in Cambodia: What happened to Cambodia during the Vietnam War and why; what communist group took control of Cambodia after the Vietnam War; who was this communist group led by? (#44)

36. Cambodian genocide: Who did the Khmer Rouge orchestrate a genocide against; how many people died as a result of Khmer Rouge policies/the Cambodian genocide (from 1975 to 1979)? (#44; not found in notes)

37. Cambodian-Vietnamese War: What nation invaded Cambodia and overthrew the Khmer Rouge in 1979 (during the Cambodia-Vietnamese War)? (#44)
38. Mikhail Gorbachev: What two policies did Mikhail Gorbachev institute to reform the Soviet Union politically and economically? (#45)

39. Movements toward self-determination in the Soviet Union: What groups of people demanded the right of self-determination in the Soviet Union under Mikhail Gorbachev’s leadership; what were two examples of movements toward self-determination in the Soviet Union (in 1989 and 1990)? (#45)

40. Berlin Wall destroyed: When was the Berlin Wall destroyed; what nation was later reunited (after the Berlin Wall was destroyed); what was the destruction of the Berlin Wall symbolic of? (#45)

41. Collapse of the Soviet Union: (In 1991) who resigned (as leader of the Soviet Union), what political party broke up (in the Soviet Union), who gained political power in Russia; and what country no longer existed? (#45)

42. Boris Yeltsin: What type of government and what type of economy did Russia attempt to become under Boris Yeltsin’s leadership? (#46)

43. Conflict in Chechnya: Why did Chechnya fight with Russia during the 1990s? (#46)

44. Conflict in the former Yugoslavia: What two groups of people did ethnic violence occur between in the former Yugoslavia during the 1990s; what did ethnic violence in the former Yugoslavia result in (involving Muslims in Bosnia and Kosovo)? (#46)

45. Slobodan Milošević: What nation was Slobodan Milošević president of during the 1990s; why did Milošević go on trial for committing war crimes during the 2000s? (not found in notes)

46. Zionist movement: What was the purpose of the Zionist movement by the late 1800s (what did the Zionist movement call for)? (#47)

47. Creation of Israel: What land was the Jewish nation of Israel created out of in 1948; why did the creation of Israel result in an ongoing Arab-Israeli conflict? (#47)

48. Arab-Israeli conflict: What is the major source of conflict between the Israelis and Palestinian Arabs; what has Israel’s foreign policy been focused on since its creation in 1948? (#48)
