Integrated Algebra Course Syllabus

Course Description:
The main objective of this course is to pass the final at the end of the year, obtain 1 full year of math credit towards your high school degree, and better prepare you for college as well as develop real life skills. This course is specifically designed to prepare students for the Integrated Algebra Regents Exam. All students taking this course are required to take the Regents Exam in January/June. In this course, students will expressions, equations, graphing systems, factoring, rational expressions, radicals, order of operations, sets, linear functions, quadratic equations, polynomials, Pythagorean Theorem, and trigonometry ratios.

Requirements to succeed in the course & Teacher Expectations:

First and foremost, in order to succeed in this course, I_________________, as a student must come into class everyday with a positive attitude. I must also be prepared with the items listed in the “materials” section. As a student, I am expected to participate in class, complete all assigned homework and projects as well as work on improving our math skills. In addition, I will become an independent thinker, use higher level questioning strategies, increase computational skills and test taking abilities. Furthermore, I will be encouraged to seek extra help if I have questions in math by using the internet, specific math websites along with my teacher or peers as support.

Notebooks and Homework – You will be expected to take notes and write examples in your spiral notebook every day. Proper note taking is crucial to learning and understanding the information covered in class. Every marking period I will have an open notebook test, so it would be a good idea to copy the notes down. All notes must be kept in your math notebook, which I will check every week. This is usually an easy way for you to score points towards average. All homework should be handed in on the due date. Homework will be accepted one day late with a 25% deduction. Homework will not be accepted after the second day past due. If you are absent from class, it is your responsibility to find out what notes and homework you missed. Please notify me in advance if you plan on being absent, as I may be able to prepare an assignment for you. **Any illegal absence will result in a zero for that day in class. If you missed a test or quiz, you have 3 days to take the make-up. Legal absences will abide by district policy. Students who are late to class will receive a lunch detention.
Required Books and Supplies - A folder with pockets – stored in the classroom, TI-83 or TI-84 Graphing calculator, Pencils and pens, three-ring binder specifically for math class & spiral notebook with loose leaf paper

Projects and in-class assignments – Everyday you will receive a participation grade from 0 to 4 points. You must do the following to obtain 4 points: be prepared with homework completed, all necessary materials from the list above, in your seat working on the “Do Now” when the class begins. In addition, you are to participate in all planned activities (this includes taking notes, projects, class discussions, teacher questioning). Furthermore, you are a willing learner who cooperates, follows school rules and is respectful to everyone at all times. You will be required to display your work at least 7 times in a marking period by writing your answers on the smartboard during class. In addition, I will randomly select homework assignment to check each week worth 10 points.
