Course Description:

During this year, students will be introduced to the concept of “Coming of Age” and explore many texts that show characters who are in the midst of self-defining incidents.   Students will analyze and interpret texts as well as make personal connections to the topics of identity and “coming of age.”   

Students in 9th Grade begin to apply a more critical analysis to literature in a variety of forms.  Here are a few examples of the texts we will be exploring this year: 
· Poetry- explored in Unit 3
· Fiction- My Name," excerpt from The House on Mango Street, by Sandra Cisneros
· Drama- Romeo and Juliet by William Shakespeare
· Short story- "The Cask of Amontillado," by Edgar Allan Poe, "Marigolds," by Eugenia W. Collier, "The Stolen Party," by Liliana Heker (translated by Alberto Manguel)
· Novel- To Kill a Mockingbird  by Harper Lee
· Film-Edward Scissorhands (1990), directed by Tim Burton, Big Fish (2004) and/or Corpse Bride (2005) by Tim Burton
Course Expectations:
