Severe behaviors such as physical threats, physical violence, or possession of banned items will result in immediate removal from the class room and a visit to your favorite administrator. 

· Also, it is possible to move from “Penalty List” to “Star student List” if you correct your behavior

Homework 
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· Homework will be given on a daily basis to ensure understanding of material.  

· Homework is graded based on effort and amount of work complete on the homework

· If the student is absent need to make up all the work for the days that have been absent

· Homework will only be accepted up to one week after the assigned due date.  After that date, it becomes a grade of 0.
