of rligion, or probibiting the free excrcise thercof; or
abridging the reedom of pecch, o of the press; or the
righ of the people peaceably to assemble, and to peti-
tion the Government for a redress of grievanees

Article 1T

A wellregulated Miliia, being necessary tothe security
of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear
Arms,shall notbe nfringed.

Article T

o Soldier shal,in time of peace be qurtered in any
house, without the consent of the Owner,nor in time of
‘war, butin a manner to be prescribed by law.

QArticle IV

e righ of the people to be secure in their persons,
houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches
and seizares,shall notbe violated, and no Warrants shall
issue, but upon probable cause, supported by Oath or
affirmation, and particulrly describing the place to be
searched, and the persons o things o be seized.
Article V

o person shall be held to answer for a capical, or
otherise infamous crime, unless on  presentment or
indictment of  Grand Jury, except in cass arising in
theland or naval forces,orinthe Mila, when in actoal
Service in time of War or public danger; nor shall any
person be subject for the same offence to be twice put

injeopardy of lfe or limb; nor shll be compelledn any
Criminal Case to be a witness against himself, nor be

deprived of lif, liberty, or property, without due proc-
essof law; nor shall private property be taken for public
use, without just compensation.

Article VI

B all criminal prosccutions,the accused shall enjoy the
right to a speedy and public tria, by an impartial jury
of the State and district wherein the crime shall have
been commited, which distict shall have been previ-
ously ascertsined by law, and to be informed of the
nature and cause of the accusation; to be confronted
with the witnesses against hi have compulsory
proces for obtining Witncsses inhis favor, and o have
the Assistance of Counse for his defence.

QArticle VIT
BnSuits at common law, where the value in controversy
shall exceed twenty dollars, the rght of trial by jury
shall be preserved, and no fact tried by a jury shall be

otherwise reexamined in any Court of the United States,
than according to the rules of the common law.

QArticle VIIT

B xcessive bailshall not be required, nor excessive fines
imposed, nor cruel and unusual punishment inflicted.

Article 1X

e coumeration in the Consttution, of certain rights,
shall not be construcd to deny or disparage others re-
‘ained by the people.

Article X

Whe powers not delegated to the United States by the
Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the Statcs, are re-
served to the States respectively, or to the people.
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
