Difficulty transitioning between class activities

As with any difficulty a student is having, the cause can vary from student to student. For students who are struggling with transitioning in the classroom, one cause could be that they do not deal with unexpected changes and need a set idea of what is going to happen, before it actually does. A simple intervention for this is to use a visual agenda. The visual agenda should include both words and a simple picture. At the beginning of a class, the teacher can quickly go over what the class will look like and the students will have the visual agenda to reference throughout the class. See the sample agenda below. To track the effectiveness of this intervention, give the student a checkmark on a sticky note for every time they were able to transition successfully with the rest of the class. Because not every class will have the same amount of transitions, make sure to make a note of how many total possible checkmarks the student could receive. See the chart below to track the checkmarks for documentation purposes.
