Disorganization
You can use the chart attached as a starter for a student in mind. Make sure to make any appropriate changes before you hand it over to the student to use. Feel free to get creative with color coding as well. It is also important to explain the intervention to the student before implementation. 

After explaining why the chart is being used and where the student can access it (planner/locker/etc.), use the attached calendar template to track how well the intervention works for the student. To track the most efficient data, be sure to write the dates in, as well as the school day in the 6-day cycle. There are multiple ways to document if they child came to class with all of their necessary materials or not. A simple yes or no will work, as well as the use of symbols, such as a happy or sad face. Make sure to also make a notation if the student is absent to ensure there isn’t any confusion as to why a day was skipped. Being at the middle school level, this is also something that the teacher could prompt the student to check themselves once entering the classroom if the student is trustworthy. Each teacher should have their own individual calendar.
