HOW WILL YOUR GRADE BE CALCULATED?


Your grade will be determined each quarter based on a total amount of points you earn. Points will be distributed as follows:
· Tests/Quizzes – 100 points

· Long-term Assignments – 50 points

· Check Your Understandings (in class) – 25 points

· Warm-ups/ Exit tickets – 5-10 points
This works out so that tests are worth about 60% of your grade, long-term assignments are worth about 25%, and all other class work is worth about 15%.

ABSENCES

Research shows that successful students are those who attend the most classes. Students are expected to be present in class. In the event of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to make up the missed work.
