You will need three documents to apply for a work permit.  
 
➢​Application- Part I only completed and signed by parent or guardian 
➢​Proof of Age- birth certificate, learner’s permit, license 
➢​Medical Form- must be completed by your doctor’s office (or the 

school nurse if she has your physical on file at school), you can also 
use a copy of your most recent physical     

➢​The application and medical form can be accessed through the link 
above or there are copies in the counselor’s offices and house offices. 

 
When you have those three documents complete, you can bring them to the 
house office and the clerical staff can issue you a work permit. They usually 
have specific days and times they process work permits, so check with your 
house office clerical staff.
