STUDENT CONTRACT (RULES)

Here are some simple rules and requirements which must be maintained in the classroom:
1. Attendance is required for ALL classes.  Students must bring a note from home when absent.  It is your responsibility to make up missing work.  

2. Be prepared for every class.  Please bring a 3-ring binder with lined, loose-leaf paper, and a writing instrument to class every day.  Your notebook may be checked by the teacher at any time.  

3. Homework will be assigned everyday and will be collected/checked at the beginning of class.  Every student is expected to make up all missed work due to absence.  Work is to be written in pencil or blue or black ink.  

4. All students must complete 1200 minutes of laboratory (approximately 30 labs) a year required by the New York State Board of Regents.  No student is allowed to take the Regents unless the laboratory work is completed.  Therefore, if a student is missing laboratory work, he or she cannot pass Living Environment.

5. Respect your teacher and your classmates.  When the teacher is speaking, please do not interrupt her or have side conversations with your peers.  Do not use profane language in the classroom while speaking to the teacher or to your peers.  
6. You are expected to cooperate with your peers during group activities and to participate during class activities (reading aloud, answering/asking questions, doing written assignments during class, putting work up on the whiteboard).  Do not interrupt your peers while they are speaking.  Give everyone a chance to speak.

7. There are NO stupid questions.  If you have the question, chances are someone else has it too.  Ask the teacher for clarification by raising your hand if you are having difficultly with a concept. 
8. Every student is expected to be present for all examinations.  It is the student’s responsibility to study at home and in class to pass the tests.  If a student misses a quiz or test due to absence, the student is responsible for making-up the exam.  Cheating will not be tolerated during quizzes and tests.  
9. Grades will be based on tests and quizzes, homework, labs, projects, class participation and attitude.  
10. Electronic devices are NOT permitted in the classroom. This includes, but is not limited to: cell phones, IPODs, PSPs, and PDAs.  
11. Students are expected to work the entire class period.  Do not pack up and wait for the bell to ring if you have completed your work for the day.  If you complete one assignment, move on to the next. You are encouraged to work ahead.
