• sound cycle memory match
· place both sets of cards face down, and mix them up

· turn two cards over, if they match you get to keep them

· if they don’t match, turn them back over and the next player gets a turn

· try to remember where the cards are, whoever has the most matches wins!
• sound cycle scavenger hunt
· look for different items around the house that have the target sound cycle

(for example: lamp, stamp, chip, cup, soup, stripe, envelope, ice cream scoop)
• popcorn craft

· use popcorn to decorate pictures or string pieces together to make a long chain
