Each act will be no more than 5 minutes long (try to aim for about 3 minutes) and have
no more than 3 minutes of set up/tear down.

Unless we can procure an accompanist, each performer will need to provide their music
on CD **If anyone is interested in playing accompanying music for the show please let
us know!

Every performer will be participating in a finale number!

All children (performers and audience members) must have an accompanying adult
with them at all times.
